Incorrect work will result in water leakage, electric shocks or
fire. For installation, consult the dealer or a qualified technician.

« Inorder to avoid electric shock, fire or injury, if you detect any abnormally such as smell of fire, stop the operation and
turn off the breaker. And call your dealer for instructions.

» Depending on the environment, an earth leakage breaker must be installed. Lack of an earth leakage breaker may
result in electric shocks or fire.

« After along use, check the unit stand and fittings for damage.

* The appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons without supervision.
» Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

Do not place things such as vessels containing water or anything else on top of the unit. Water may 4
penetrate into the unit and degrade electrical insulations, resulting in an electric shock.

« Places with an oily ambient or where steam or soot occurs.
« Salty environment such as coastal areas.
* Places where sulfide gas occurs such as hot springs.
 Places where snow may block the outdoor unit.
The drain from the outdoor unit must be discharged to a place of good drainage.

Consider nuisance to your neighbours from noises.

B For installation, choose a place as described below.
» A place solid enough to bear the weight of the unit which does not amplify the operation noise or vibration.
« A place from where the air discharged from the outdoor unit or the operation noise will not annoy
your neighbours.

If the remote controller display begins to fade and
the degradation of reception performance occurs within a year, however, replace both two batteries
with new size AAA.LR03(alkaline).

« The attached batteries are provided for the initial use of the system.

The usable period of the batteries may be short depending on the manufactured date of the air
conditioner.

« During defrosting operation, hot air does not flow out of indoor unit.
H Note on COOL operation
» This air conditioner cools the room by blowing the hot air in the room outside, so if the
outside temperature is high, performance drops.
H Note on DRY operation
» The computer chip works to rid the room of humidity while maintaining the temperature as
much as possible. It automatically controls temperature and fan strength, so manual
adjustment of these functions is unavailable.
B Note on AUTO operation
« In AUTO operation, the system selects a temperature setting and an appropriate operation mode
(COOL or HEAT) based on the room temperature at the start of the operation.
* The system automatically reselects setting at a regular interval to bring the room temperature to
user-setting level.
* If you do not like AUTO operation, you can manually select the operation mode and setting
you like.

2. Ifitis very dirty, soak it for 10 to 15 minutes in water mixed with a neutral cleaning agent.

3. After washing, shake off remaining water and dry in the shade.

4. Since the material is made out of polyester, do not wring out the filter when removing water
from it.

1. Remove the tabs on the filter frame and replace with a new filter.

Stop operation and consult the
service shop if this is the case.

The following cases are not air conditioner troubles but have some reasons. You may just continue using it.

Case

Explanation

Operation does not start soon.

* When ON/OFF button was pressed
soon after operation was stopped.

* When the mode was reselected.

* This is to protect the air conditioner.
You should wait for about 3 minutes.

Hot air does not flow out soon
after the start of heating
operation.

The air conditioner is warming up. You should wait for 1 to 4 minutes.
(The system is designed to start discharging air only after it
has reached a certain temperature.)

The heating operation stops
suddenly and a flowing sound
is heard.

* The system is taking away the frost on the outdoor unit.
You should wait for about 4 to 12 minutes.

A sound is heard.

H A sound like a flow of water

+ This sound is generated because the refrigerant in the air
conditioner is flowing.

» This is a pumping sound of the water in the air conditioner
and heard when the water is pumped out from the air con-
ditioner in cooling or drying operation.

* The refrigerant flows in the air conditioner even if the air conditioner
is not working when the indoor units in other rooms are in operation.

M Blowing sound

+ This sound is generated when the flow of the refrigerant in

the air conditioner is switched over.
M Pinging sound

 This sound is generated when the size of the air conditioner

slightly expands or shrinks as a result of temperature changes.
B Whistling sound

+ This sound is generated when refrigerant flows during

defrosting operation.

The outdoor unit emits water or
steam.

B In HEAT mode
» The frost on the outdoor unit melts into water or steam
when the air conditioner is in defrost operation.
M In COOL or DRY mode
* Moisture in the air condenses into water on the cool
surface of outdoor unit piping and drips.

Mist comes out of the indoor
unit.

M This happens when the air in the room is cooled into mist by
the cold air flow during cooling operation.

M This is because the air in the room is cooled by the heat
exchanger and becomes mist during defrost operation.

The indoor unit gives out odour.

M This happens when smells of the room, furniture, or cigarettes
are absorbed into the unit and discharged with the air flow.
(If this happens, we recommend you to have the indoor unit washed by a
technician. Consult the service shop where you bought the air conditioner.)
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These cases are not troubles.

Explanation

The outdoor fan rotates while
the air conditioner is not in
operation.

B After operation is stopped:
» The outdoor fan continues rotating for another 60
seconds for system protection.
